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Installing a Hard Disk Drive

The server can accept two hard disk drives, which are numbered 0 and
1. For the position of each, see the User’s Guide that shipped with
your system, or the label on the underside of the server’s top cover.



1. Power off your server and open the server unit.
Remove the top cover by following the procedure described in the

User’s Guide. Make sure you disconnect all power cables and wear

an antistatic wrist strap.

2. Locate the wrist strap, and attach its adhesive copper strip to the
metal casing of the power supply. Wrap the other end twice
around your wrist with the adhesive side against your skin.

■ If you are replacing a hard disk drive and need to remove the old

one, see step 3.

■ If you are adding a hard disk drive to the server, and need to

replace the metal cradle which is fitted in place of a second hard

disk drive, see step 4.

Note – Take care when handling the data cable, it is fragile.

3. Remove the old hard disk drive:

a. Disconnect the power and data cables.

b. Unclip the hard disk drive handle.

c. Slide the hard disk drive forward to free it from the clips on
the base of the server.



4. Remove the placeholder (see Figure 1-1):

a. Unclip the handle.
This will free the power and data cables for HDD1.

b. Slide the placeholder forward to free it from the clips on the
base of the server.

5. Insert and align the new hard disk drive.

6. Attach the power and data cables.

7. Detach the wrist strap and close the system unit.
Replace the top cover by following the procedure described in the

server’s User’s Guide.
